NOTIFICATION

The13th February, 2021

No. CLMCA-13024/6/2021.—Whereas the Government of India has framed a Rule viz. the Consumer
Welfare Fund Rules, 1992 and the Central Goods and Services Tax Rules, 2017 to create a CONSUMER

WELFARE FUND for the welfare and protection of the consumers.

And whereas the Government of India has also directed the State Governments to make similar Rules to

create such a fund for the consumer in the States.

And whereas the Government of Arunachal Pradesh has enacted the Arunachal Pradesh Goods and

Services Tax Act, 2017 (Act No. 7 of 2017).

And whereas the Arunachal Pradesh Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 has made provisions in Sections

57 and 58 for establishment of Consumers Welfare Fund and utilization of the fund for the welfare of the
Consumers.

Now therefore, in pursuance to the Government of India's D.O. letter No.0- 12011/05/2016-CWF dated the
21st February, 2019, and subsequent D.O letters No. 0-12011/04/2019-CWF dated the 24th September, 2019,

and D.O letter No.0- 12011/04/2019-CWF dated the 23rd October, 2020 read with Section 57 and 58 of the
Arunachal Pradesh Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017, the Government of Arunachal Pradesh hereby makes

the following rules to create the Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund, in addition to the Consumer Welfare Fund
created vide The Arunachal Pradesh Consumer Welfare Fund Rules, 2005 (Notification No. LM- 661/97 dated

17th August, 2005) for welfare of consumers in Arunachal Pradesh.

1. Short title, extent and commencement :

(a) These Rules may be called the Arunachal Pradesh Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund Rules, 2021.

(b) These rules shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

(c) These Rules shall be applicable within the territorial jurisdiction of State of Arunachal Pradesh.

2. Definitions :

(a) “Act” means the Consumer Protection Act, 2019 (No. 35 of 2019).

(b) “Applicant” means any Agency/Organization engaged in Consumer Welfare activities for a minimum
period of three years and registered under the Companies Act,1956(1 of 1956) or under any other law,

for the time being in force, including Village/Mandal/Samiti level Cooperative societies/organizations
of consumers especially Woman, Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes or State/Central Government

run Organizations/ Societies. However the requirements of registration for three years is not applicable
to Agencies/Societies set up by State/Central Government.

(c) “Application” means an application in Form A I as appended to these rules for the purpose.
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(d) “Consumer” has the same meaning as assigned to it in clause (i)(ii) of sub-section (7) of Section - 2 of
the Consumer Protection Act, 2019 (35 of 2019), and includes consumers of goods on which duty
has been paid.

(e) “Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund” means the fund established by the State Government.

(f) “Committee” means the committee constituted under Rule 5.

(g) “Welfare of the Consumer” includes promotion and protection of rights of consumer.

(h) Words and expression used in the rules and not defined, but defined in the Consumer Protection
Act, 2019 (35 of 2019) shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in that Act.

3. Establishment of Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund:

1.  There shall be established a Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund within the State Government by the
name and style of ARUNACHAL PRADESH CONSUMER WELFARE(CORPUS) FUND with a seed
money of ̀  20.00 Crore (Rupees Twenty Crore) by contribution of fund in the ratio 90:10 of Center and
State share (Arunachal Pradesh, being a special category state).

2.  This means the Central Government share shall be ` 18.00 Crore (90% of ` 20.00 Crore) and the
State Government share shall be ̀  2.00 Crore (10% share of ̀  20.00 Crore).

3.  The Corpus Fund amount of  ̀  20.00 Crore shall be deposited in a non-lapsable interest generating
account on any nationalized bank of Department of Legal Metrology and Consumer Affairs,
Arunachal Pradesh in the nomenclature of ARUNACHAL PRADESH CONSUMER WELFARE
(CORPUS) FUND in the state, and the interest so generated off the amount shall be used for various
consumer awareness programmes like seminars, workshops, meetings, exhibitions, road-shows,
nukkad, nataks, infrastructural development purposes, necessary procurement of equipments,
stationeries, vehicles, designated official tours of Presidents & Members of State Commission/District
Commissions, consumer subject related educational tours/excursions of NGOs/VCOs, sponsoring
projects/research works in consumer studies related topics, etc., as may be approved by the
committee.

4.  The share of the state government, i.e, ` 2.00 Crore shall be deposited first into the Account after
observing and attaining all necessary codal formalities.

5.  The details of the account then shall be submitted to GoI (Department of Consumer Affairs, Ministry
of Food, Consumer Affairs & Public Distribution) for the release of the balance amount of ` 18.00
Crore (90% share) through process, as deemed fit.

6.  The total and whole amount of the Corpus Fund then shall lay deposited into the Account for 1(one)
financial/calendar year.

7. The interest generated fund would be utilized after obtaining the due statement of the bank account.

8.  The financial assistance will be given, mainly for the following purposes:

(a) Production and distribution of literature and audio-visual material for spreading consumer literacy
and awareness building programmes for consumer education;

(b) Setting up facilities for training and research in consumer education and related matters on a
State/regional basis.

(c) Awareness programmes like seminars/webinars exhibitions, publicity through display (hoardings,
banners), etc.

(d) Setting up of complaint handling/counseling/guidance mechanisms like Consumer Guidance
Bureau/ Consumer Product Testing Laboratories;

(e) Conducting tour programmes for VCOs/ NGOs in other State, Nation etc.

(f) Building up infra-structural facilities for organizing consumer education activities on a permanent
basis at district/ block level.

(g) The projects not covered by the above but in the opinion of the Screening Committee, can tackle
pressing social problems and maximize consumer welfare.

9. The following categories are eligible for assistance :

(a) Any agency/organization engaged in the consumer welfare activities for a period of three years
and registered under the companies Act,1956 (1 of 1956) Societies Registration Act,1860 or
under any law for the time being in force.

(b) Village/Anchal/Block level cooperatives of consumers especially of women, scheduled castes
and scheduled tribes.

(c) State Government Departments/Agencies/Statutory bodies.

10. The extent of assistance or total quantum of assistance of an individual application will not exceed
` 5 lakhs. Assistance will be limited to 90% of the approval cost. However, in exceptional cases,
100% assistance can be considered. The quantum of assistance will be decided by the Committee
constituted under Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund rules.

Preference will be given to organizations having reputation and experience and those working in
rural areas and having larger participation of women.
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11. Terms and conditions of maintenance of the fund should be as follows :

(i) The fund should not be used for party or political propaganda.

(ii) Quarterly progress report of the progress/implementation should be submitted to the Committee
regularly with due intimation to the Government and to the concerned State Government department.

(iii)  The agency/organization will submit to the Member - Secretary of the Committee, constituted under
these rules, a detailed report on the work done with a statement of audited account within three
months of the close of the financial year and all such information as the Government/Directorate may
require from time to time.

(iv) The organization shall be open to inspection by officers of the State Government or their
nominees; and

(v) The organization shall maintain a record of all assets acquired wholly or substantially out of financial
assistance given from the Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund. Such assets shall not be disposed off,
encumbered or utilized for purposes other than those for which the grants were given without prior
sanction of the State Government, should be the organization ceases to exist at any time, such
assets will revert to the Government.

4. Maintenance of accounts and records of Consumer Welfare (Corpus):

Proper and separate accounts of the Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund shall be maintained by the
Controller of Legal Metrology & Consumer Affairs or Directorate of Consumer Affairs and shall be
subject to audit by the Accountant General of the State.

5. Constitution of the Committee :

1.  The Committee constituted by the State Government under sub-rule (2) (f), shall make recommendations
for proper utilization of the money credited to the Arunachal Pradesh Consumer Welfare (Corpus)
Fund for the welfare of the consumers to carry out the purpose of these rules.

2.  (i) The Committee shall consists of the following members :

(a) The Secretary/Commissioner, Legal Metrology & Consumer Affairs - Chairman

(b) The Secretary, Department of Planning & Investment or his nominee - Member;

(c) The Secretary, Department of IPR or his nominee - Member;

(e) The Controller, Legal Metrology & Consumer Affairs - Member Secretary;

(f)  Hon'ble Lady Member (State Commission) - Member

(ii)   The Committee shall be a Standing Committee.

(iii) Procedure for conduct of business:

(1) The Committee shall meet as and when necessary, but not more than that three months
shall intervene between any two meetings;

(2) The Committee shall meet at such time and place as the Chairman of the Committee may
deem fit;

(3) The meeting of the Committee shall be presided over by the Chairman;

(4) Each meeting of the Committee shall be called, by giving notice in writing to every member
of not less than ten days from the date of issue of such notice;

(5) Every notice of the meeting of the Committee shall specify the place and the day and hour
of the meeting and shall contain statement of business to be transacted thereat;

(6) No proceeding of the Committee shall be valid, unless it is presided over by the Chairman
and a minimum of three other members are present.

6.  Powers and functions of the Committee:

(a) To require any applicant to produce before it, or before a duly authorized officer of the State Government,
or so the case may be, such books,accounts, documents, instruments or commodities in custody
and control of the applicant, as may be necessary for proper evaluation of the application;

(b) To require any applicant to allow entry and inspection of any premises from which activities claimed
to be for the welfare of Consumer, are stated to be carried on to a duly authorized officer of State
Government;

(c) To get the accounts of the applicants audited, for ensuring proper utilization of the grant;

(d) To require any applicant, in case of any default, or suppression of material information on his part, to
refund in lump-sum, the sanctioned grant to the Committee, and to be subject to prosecution under
the relevant Act/Rules;

(e) To require any applicant, or class of applicants to submit a periodical report indicating proper utilization
of the grant;

(f) To reject an application placed before it on the basis of involvement of factual inconsistency, or
inaccuracy in the material particulars;

(g) To recommend minimum financial assistance, by way of grant to an applicant, having regard to his
financial status, and importance and utility of nature of activity under pursuit, after ensuring that the
financial assistance provided shall not be misutilized;
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(h) To identify beneficial and safe sectors, where investments out of Consumer Welfare Fund (Corpus)
may be made and make recommendation accordingly;

(i)  To make guidelines for the management and administration of the Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund;

(j)  To recover any sum due from any applicant in accordance with the provision of the Act or these rules;

7. Specification of purposes for utilization of credits available in Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund:

The Committee shall make recommendation for sanction of funds for:-

(i) Making available grants to any applicant as per schemes of the Central/State Government;

(ii) Investment of money available in the Consumer Welfare (Corpus) Fund;

(iii) Making available grants for any other purpose or activities recommended by the State Consumer
Protection Council (as may be considered appropriate by the Committee).

(iv) Such other activities as may be considered necessary for promotion and protection of Consumer
interest in the State.

7.  The distribution of question booklet shall be done in accordance with the seat allocation matrix and
pre-arranged in a set i.e. A, B & C series.

8.  Male and female APNC official staff shall be arrange at examination venue for frisking of candidates
before examinations in order to prevent their entry into venue with other prohibited items.

9.  Candidate shall not be allowed to carry any calculators, mobile phones, Bluetooth devices, papers,
notes, book, scanning devices, pagers, headphone, earplugs, Laptops, i-pad, table pc and/or other
computing/communication devices into written test venue.

2.  who having a spouse living, has entered into or contracted a marriage with any person, shall be
eligible for the appointment to the said post, provided that such marriage is permissible under the
personal Law applicable to such person and the other party to the Marriage and there are other
grounds for doing so, exempt any person from the operation of the rule.

6.  Power to relax : Where the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh is of opinion that it is necessary or expedient
so to do, he may by order reasons to be recorded in writing and in consultation with the APPSC any
provisions of these rules with respect to any class or category of person.

7.  Repeal and saving : All rules and procedures corresponding to these rules and Procedures in force
immediately before the commencement of these rules are hereby repealed, provided that any order made
or action taken under the rules so repealed shall be decreed to have been validly made or under the
corresponding provisions of these rules.

Nothing in these rules shall affect reservation/relaxation of age limit and other concessions required to
provide for the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes and other special categories of person in accordance
with the orders issued by the Government of Arunachal Pradesh from time to time in this regard.

The “FASTER” (Fast and Secrured Transmission of Electronic Records) system has come into
existence in compliance with the Hon’ble Supreme Court’s order dated 16th July, 2021 and 23rd
September, 2021 passed in SuoMoto Writ Petition (C) No. 4/2021 in Re : Delay in Release of
Convicts after grant of Bail. The “FASTER” (Fast and Secured Transmission of Electronic Records)
system is for ensuring transmission of e-authenticated copies of the Judgment/final order, interim
orders, stay orders, bail orders and record of proceedings of the Hon’ble Courts to the duty
holders for compliance and due execution, through a secured electronic communication channel.

The role, responsibilities and various steps to be taken by the Nodal Officer of the State
and Jail Superintendent are outlined herewith to facilitate easy understanding and smooth and
effective discharge of their duties for operation of the FASTER system.

31A.02. Role and responsibilities of Nodal Officer of the State

(i)  The SOP laid down by the Hon’ble Supreme Court for implementation of FASTER system
shall be followed.

(ii) The Nodal Officer appointed by the State shall provide the details of all the superintendent
of Prisons and their official e-mail ids and mobile numbers. He/She shall require a
specifically created id in the secured domain name @jcn.nic.in, with password to operate
the id in the Kavach App or other similar Apps prescribed by the NIC.

(iii) The Nodal Officer of the State shall coordinate with Registry of the Hon’ble Supreme
Court and shall ensure the compliance of the orders of the Courts sent to the concerned
Prisons through above secured e-mail domain created by NIC. All the SOPs laid down by
the Hon’ble Supreme Court for implementation of FASTER system shall be followed.

(iv) The Nodal Officer shall acknowledge receipt of the orders and shall  forward the action
taken report through the above e-mail domain. In case of changes in the details of the
concerned superintendent of prisons and their Mobile numbers, he/she shall update
necessary changes in this regard at his/her end.

(v)  In case of transfer of Jail Superintendent, necessary details of the incumbent such as Mobile
No. etc. shall immediatey be sent to the Nodal Officer of the State for updation of record.

(vi) The Nodal Officer shall ensure that the e-mail accounts/jcn accounts remain operational
all the time.

31A.03. Role and responsibilities of Jail Superintendent

(i)  The SOP laid down by the Hon’ble Supreme Court for implementation of FASTER system
shall be followed.

(ii) The Jail Superintendent shall be responsible to receive, acknowledge the receipt and to
send compliance report, of the orders of the Hon’ble Courts, sent through FASTER syem
via secured jcn e-mail created by the NIC.

(iii) To access the e-mails through this system, user shall require e-mail id and password
created in this regard and mobile number with Kavach Application or other similar Apps
prescribed by the NIC.

Whereas, use of such gestation and farrowing crates for pig farming are in violation of Section 11(1) (e) of
the ‘Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960’ which reads as below ;

‘Keeps or confines any animal in any cage or other receptacle which does not measure sufficient in
height, length and breadth to permit animal a reasonable opportunity for movement’

Therefore, considering the adverse effects of the use of gestation and farrowing crates on pregnant sows,
the Competent Authority is hereby pleased to prohibit the manufacture, sale and use of both gestation
and farrowing crates for pigs within the states of Arunachal Pradesh with immediate effect.

4.  The Notary should arrange their own stamp (Seal) as per specification provided in the Notary

Rules, 1956.

5.  All the Forms, from Form III to form XIII should be maintained by the Notary appropriately and in

Form XV the notary should submit the annual return duly filled to the Government mandatorily in

every January of the year.

6.  The Notary should mandatorily maintain a Notarial Register in Form XV. and add a certificate on the

title page  specifying the number of pages it contains, duly signed and dated by such Notary.

7.  For charging prescribed fees in the Rules, the Notary should keep the Notification of the prescribed

fees in the Stamp Act adopted in the state of Arunachal Pradesh which may be procured from the

stamp Registrar, Department of Land Management, Government of Arunachal Pradesh.

8.  The Notary shall grant a receipt for the fees and charges realized by him and maintain a Register

showing all the fees and charges realized.

9.  The aforesaid prescribed fees and instruction shall be subject to amendment from time to time by

the Central/State Government.

(b) Candidates who obtain such minimum qualifying marks in the written examination (wherever

preliminary examination is not prescribed) as may be fixed by the Arunachal Pradesh Public Service

Commission (APPSC) at their discretion shall be Invited by them for an Interview/Viva-voce for

personality tests or other tests.

Provided that, the candidates belonging to the Arunachal Pradesh Scheduled Tribes or Persons

with Benchmark  Disability (PwD candidates) may be invited for an Interview/Viva-voce for a Personality

Test by the Arunachal Pradesh Public Service Commission by applying relaxed standards, if the

Commission is of the opinion that sufficient number of candidates belonging to these categories are

not likely to be invited for interview for a personality test on the basis of the general standard fixed

by the Commission in order to fill up vacancies reserved for them.

No. HET-19/1/2020-SCHTE-BR-SCHTE.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article

309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh is pleased to make the following rules to

regulate the method of recruitment to the posts(s) of Laboratory Assistant (Civil) Group – B, Non -Gazetted,

Non-Ministerial in the Government Polytechnics, Institute in the Department of Education under the Government

of Arunachal Pradesh, namely :-

1. Short title and commencement : (i) These  rules  may  be  called  “Laboratory Assistant (Civil),
Government Polytechnic, Recruitment Rules, 2022”.

(ii) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Arunachal Pradesh Gazettee.

2.   These rules shall  apply to the posts as specified in column 1 of the Schedule Annexed to the Rules.

3.    Number of posts, Classification and the Level of pay in the Pay Matrix : The number of posts, their

classifications and Level of pay in the Pay Matrix attached thereto shall be as specified in columns 2 to

4 in the Schedule aforesaid.

4.  Method of Recruitment, age limit and other qualifications : The method of recruitment to the posts,
age limit qualifications and other matters relating thereto shall be as specified in columns 5 to 13 of the
Schedule aforesaid.

5.  Disqualification : No person, -

(a) who has entered into or contracted a marriage with a person having a spouse living ; or

(b) who having a spouse living, has entered into or contracted a marriage with any person, shall be
eligible for the appointment to the said post :

Provided that the Governor of  Arunachal Pradesh may, if satisfied that such marriage is permissible
under the personal Law applicable to such person and therefore other grounds for so  doing, exempt
any person from the operation of this rule.

6.  Power to relax : Where the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh is of opinion that it is necessary or expedient
so to do, he may by order for reasons to be recorded in writing, and in consultation with the Arunachal
Pradesh Public Service Commission relax any of the provisions of these rules with respect to any class or
category of person.

7.  Repeal and Saving : All the rules and procedures corresponding to these rules and procedures in force
immediately before the commencement of these rules are hereby repealed, provided that any order made
or action taken under the rules so repealed shall be deemed to have been validly made or taken under the
corresponding provisions of these rules.

Pradesh is pleased to amend the ArunachaI Pradesh Building Bye-laws, 2019 as under:-

1. Short title and Commencement:

(1) These Bye-Laws may be called the "Arunachal Pradesh Building Bye-Laws, 2023".

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Addition of Chapter-18 :  In the Arunachal Pradesh Building Bye-Laws, 2019, after Chapter 17, the
following Chapter shall be added:-

CHAPTER -18

IN-BUILDING SOLUTIONS (DIGITAL COMMUNICATION
INFRASTRUCTURE)

18.1. Short title and Commencement :

(1) These Bye-Laws may he called the Arunachal Pradesh Building Bye-Laws, 2023.

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

(3) It extends to the whole of Arunachal Pradesh.

(4) Addition of Chapter-18: - In the Arunachal Pradesh Building Bye-Laws, 2019, after Chapter 17, the
following Chapter shall be added,"Chapter 18 - In Building Solution; Digital Communication
Infrastructure"

18.2. Definitions : In this Bye Laws, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context otherwise
 requires:

(i) "FTTX" means Fiber to the x;

(ii) "lP-1" Infrastructure Providers Category 1;

(iii) "ISP" Internet Service Provider;

(iv) "OCC" Occupancy-cum-Completion Certificate, etc.;

(v) "QoS" Quality of Service;

(vi) "RWA" means Residential Welfare Association;

(vii) "TERM" Telecom Enforcement Resource & Monitoring (Agency);

(viii) "TRAI" Telecom Regulatory Authority of India;

(ix) "TSP" means Telecom Service Providers.

18.3. Introduction :

There is massive surge in the indoor voice and data consumption in the country after the pandemic. With
the new WFH (Work-from-Home) and work-from-anywhere paradigms, emergence of 5G is expected to create
huge opportunities for extension of ubiquitous, reliable and high speed digital infrastructure into the homes and
inside residential buildings, and lead to huge growth of shared in-Building Solutions sites.

18.4. Applicability :

These regulations of installation of telecom infrastructure and associated cabling and in-building solutions
shall be applied to all commercial, residential and official buildings (including government buildings), etc. The
provision in this chapter is a part of National Digital Communications Policy, 2018.

Occupancy-cum-Completion certificate to a building to be granted only after ensuring that the CTI as per
the prescribed standards is in place and an undertaking by the Architect or Engineer to be insisted to certify
that building has ensured common access to all digital infrastructure to all Service providers in accordance with
plan of creation of CTI. Provision of visit from Department of Telecom (DoT) / TRAI officials along with joint
inspection withTSPs - who may suggest any relevant modifications in the plan to be ensured.

18.5. Responsibilities of Architect, Builder and building owner :

1. While preparing the building plans, there is a need to mandate to have properly demarcated sections
within buildings and on roof tops for housing Broadband / digital connectivity infrastructure / antenna.
These areas should have access to power supply for reliable, always-on services.

2. Access to building as well as CTI facilities inside the building should be available on a fair, transparent
and non-discriminatory manner to all Service Providers /IP1's.
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3. The Service Providers / IP1's should have unrestricted access for maintenance work.

4. The permission to in-building access and/or CTI facilities inside the building should not be seen as

a source of revenue generation for builder(s)/RWA(s) but as a means for facilitating penetration of
broadband access and thereby helping in socio- economic growth of all the residents.

5. Charges (rentals/power rates etc.) levied to the TSPs/IP-1s should be fair, transparent and non-
discriminatory and should be on residential rates.

18.6. At Layout Level :

While developing Greenfield cities/towns, the layout plans should clearly indicate the telecom as

Utility infrastructure lines. Standards followed for utility planning shall be published and work shall be
done by the respective department for bringing in the standardization of the utility coding and sequences.

The placement and sequence of above and below ground utilities at the appropriate location in the
right-of-way to be ensured for unconstrained movement as well as easy access for maintenance.

Telecommunication cables should be placed in a duct that can be accessed at frequent service points
with sufficient spare capacity to enable scaling and future expansion, and empty pipes (large size

hume pipes / HDPE pipes) should be laid before planting trees in order to accommodate additional
infrastructure. Digital Readiness Rating of Buildings / Society in line to the GREEN ratings shall be

created where the existing and new buildings shall be rated on standardized parameters such as; but
not limited to; Digital Infrastructure access, provisions for Emerging Technologies, Maintenance and

Operational ease to TSPs / IPv1, Quality of Wireless Services, Quality / Interchangeability ease of
Wireline Services till each Unit Security, redundancy and Expandability of the digital infrastructure ete.

A detailed rating parameters and calculation mechanism of Points  / Stars shall be devised and
benchmarked for all new / retrofitting of buildings/ societies. Digital Asset repository which will ensure

Proper planning and mapping of utilities through GIS is necessary especially when the alignments of
telecommunication cables are identified. Design criteria and standards Utilities should meet the following

criteria:

 Telecommunication cables should ideally be placed below the parking area or service lane, which

may be dug up easily without causing major inconvenience. Where this is not possible, the cables
may be placed at the outer edge of the right-of-way.

 There is a need to reduce conflicts with pedestrian movements is to place telecom boxes in
easements just off the right-of-way. Where this is not possible, they should be placed within

parking or landscaping areas. If cables have to be located in the pedestrian path, a space of at

least 2m should be maintained for the through movement of pedestrians. Telecom boxes should
never constrain the width of a cycle track.

 In order to minimize disruptions, cables should be installed with proper maintenance infrastructure.

18.7. Other procedures for setting up In-Building Solution (IBS)/Fiber Networks

1. There is a need to promote installation of In-Building Solution (IBS) / Smart Connectivity infrastructure,
where there is a poor connectivity in terms of weak signal strength inside the office, shopping mall,
hospitals, multi-story building, education institutions and the objective has to be to strengthen
quality of service of the voice & data' of mobile and Fiber broadband network and access to digital
services being offered by TSP and IP1 's

A. Procedures of obtaining IBS-NOC during plan approval and completion:

(a) While submitting the proposed Building plan seeking approval from the relevant sanctioning
Authority, applicant shall also submit.

(i) A complete Service Plan for IBS-infrastructure along with required specifications (in
consultation  with,  and  certified  by  a  credible Telecom  Networking  hardware
consultant).

(ii) An undertaking that such IBS Infrastructure, when constructed shall be available for
sharing by various TSPs/IP-Is.

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Guidelines of Phal Se Poshan Scheme for the pregnant and lactating Women in

Arunachal Pradesh

1.  Introduction :

 No. DWCD-36013(11)/2/2023.— Good nutrition during pregnancy and lactation protects mothers, and
ensures proper growth and development of the child. Pregnancy is the time when Women needs most of
the important nutrients. Every infant is exclusively breastfed for the first six months for which every
mother needs to be supported well to sustain the exclusive breastfeeding for at least 6 months. The
important nutrients like vitamin A, C, carbohydrates and important minerals can be provided through
fruits and vegetables. The main focus of this scheme is to supplement the nutrients of pregnant Women
and lactating mothers by providing fruits to them. Through this Scheme, it is planned to have Poshan
Vatika for sustainable supply of fruits to beneficiaries.

During the financial year 2023-24 the State Government has announced to take up Phal Se Poshan
Scheme in 25 Districts of Arunachal Pradesh with an amount of  ̀  2.5 Cr. for the State.

2.  Vision : The scheme envisages to provide desired nutrition to pregnant Women and lactating mothers
enrolled in Anganwadi centres. The scheme will provide nutrition through (i) introduction of fruits in the
dietary items being extended at present to pregnant Women and lactating mothers (ii) creation of Poshan
Vatika i.e Fruit Garden through the said Scheme. The planning of suitable fast growing and locally
available fruit trees in the Poshan Vatika would ensure long term availability of fruits to the beneficiaries.

3. Objective :

To distribute fruits to the beneficiaries

To build Poshan Vatika in the select Anganwadi Centres

To promote locally available fruit trees in the vicinity of Anganwadi Centres

To provide nutrition awareness of locally available fruits and vegetables to pregnant Women and
lactating mothers by supply of fruit items in their diet.

4.  Identification of beneficiaries and identification of Anganwadi Centres for Poshan Vatika under
the Scheme

The scheme shall comprise of two components namely (i) the addition of fruits to the Supplementary
Nutrition Program (SNP) diet and (ii) the creation of fruit gardens as Poshan Vatikas.

The dietary items currently being provided to pregnant Women and lactating mothers in all the
AWCs shall be suitably modified to include fruits. The DDs/CDPOs shall identify the beneficiaries for
providing fruits (Phal).

The Deputy Director/CDPO Hq shall identify the Anganwadi centre where the Poshan Vatika has to
be constructed, in consultation with concerned Deputy Commissioner and forward the same to the
Directorate. The preference may be given to Anganwadi Centre identified under Golden Jubilee Anganwadi
Kendra and District Headquaters. The Anganwadi centre should have land for Poshan Vatika measuring
approximately 100-300 sq ft. The Anganwadi centre must be Government owned land. The Deputy Directors/
CDPO(Hq) shall also identify the executing agency for the work.

5. Execution of  Work :

The department shall work out the allocation of the fund to districts and blocks based on the number
of beneficiaries out of the budget allocated by the Government.

 (i) Addition of Fruits to the diet : The concerned Deputy Directors and CDPOs in convergence with the
Department of Rural Development shall procure fruits and vegetables from SHGs/ cluster farmers
wherever available within the allocated budget.

The concerned CDPO shall be responsible for implementation of the dietary component of the
scheme.

(ii) Creation of Poshan vatika (Nutrition Garden) : The executing agency shall prepare DPR which shall
include cost of fence and the type of fruit tree sapling preferred as per geographical location within
the budget limit provided by the Department of  Women  and Child Development, Government of
Arunachal Pradesh. Technical inputs on selection of suitable location and climate specific plants
and a seasonal planting calendar for various fruits/vegetables will be provided by the Agriculture/
Horticulture Departments.

On receipt of the DPR the department shall provide the fund to the executing agency after due
financial process.

6. Monitoring of the Project :

The DDs/CDPO(Hq) shall monitor the progress of the project and submit regular reports to the
Director, Women and Child Development Department.

The executing Agency shall be responsible for submission of financial and physical progress report
of the project and UC duly to DDs/CDPO(Hq). Proper handing taking as per duly prescribed process has
to be carried out between executing agency and user agency i.e. CDPO of the Anganwadi Centre
Concerned.

All the reports shall be countersigned by the Deputy Commissioner concerned for Poshan Vatika.








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7. Upkeep of the Vatika/Harvesting and Distribution :

The Anganwadi Worker/Helper shall be responsible for upkeep of the Poshan Vatika. Watering the
plants on regular basis and protecting from cattle shall also be the responsibility of the Anganwadi
Worker and Helper. The Anganwadi worker shall harvest and distribute the fruits to pregnant Women and
lactating mothers and children. The fruits so harvested can be used for events like Poshan Maah, Poshan
Pakhwada. Anganwadi Worker and Helpers shall also engage children and teach them about upkeeping
of Poshan Vatika.

The CDPO shall submit the reports of distribution of the fruits to beneficiaries to the Director, Women
and Child Development.

And whereas,  under  the  Scheme, (hereinafter referred  to as the  benefit) is given  to the (APST
students)  (hereinafter referred  to as the beneficiaries), by the implementing Agency as per the extant
Scheme guidelines ;

And  whereas,  the  aforesaid  Scheme  involves  recurring  expenditure  incurred  from  the Consolidated
Fund of Arunachal Pradesh ;

Now, therefore, in pursuance of section 7 of the Aadhaar (Targeted Delivery of Financial and other
Subsidies, Benefits and services) Act, 2016 (18 of 2016) (hereinafter referred to as the said Act), the Government
of Arunachal Pradesh hereby notifies the following, namely :-

1. (1) A  child   desirous  of  availing  the  benefit  under  the  Scheme  shall  hereby  be required to furnish
proof of possession of the Aadhaar number or undergo Aadhaar authentication.

(2) Any child  desirous  of availing  the  benefit  under  the  Scheme, who  does  not possess the Aadhaar
number or, has not yet enrolled for Aadhaar, shall be required to make application for Aadhaar
enrolment subject to the consent of his parents or guardians, before registering for the Scheme
provided that he is entitled to obtain Aadhaar as per section 3 of the said Act and such children shall
visit any Aadhaar enrolment  Centre  (list  available  at  the  Unique  identification  Authority  of  lndia
(UlDAl) website www.uidai.gov.in) to get enrolled for Aadhaar.

(3) As per regulation 12 of the Aadhaar (Enrolment and Update) Regulations, 2016, the  Department
through  its implementing Agency,  is  required  to  offer Aadhaar enrolment facilities for the beneficiaries
who are not yet enrolled for Aadhaar and in case there is no Aadhaar enrolment Centre located in the
respective Block or Taluka or Tehsil, the Department  through its implementing Agency shall provide
Aadhaar enrolment  facilities at  convenient  locations  in  coordination   with  the   existing Registrars
of UIDAI or by becoming a UIDAI Registrar themselves :

Provided that till the time Aadhaar is assigned to the child, the benefit under the scheme shall be
given to such children subject to production  of the following documents, namely :

(a) (i)    if the child has been enrolled after attaining the age of five years (with biometrics collection),
his Aadhaar Enrolment identification slip, or of bio- metric update identification slip, and

5. Disqualification : No person

Provided that the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh may, if satisfied that such marriage is
permissible under the personal law applicable to such person and the other party to the marriage
and there are other grounds for so doing, exempt any person from the operation of this rules.

3.  Method of Recruitment, to the said post, age limit: The method of recruitment to the said post, age
limit, education qualifications and other matter relating thereto shall be as specified in columns 5 to 13
of the Schedule aforesaid.

4. Disqualification : No person,

(a) who has entered into or contracted a marriage with a person  having a spouse living; or

(b) who having a spouse living has entered into or contracted a marriage with any person shall be
eligible for appointment to the said posts.

Provided that the Government of Arunachal Pradesh may, if satisfied that such marriage is
permissible under the personal law applicable to such person and the other party to the marriage
and there are other grounds for so doing, exempt any person from the operation of this rules.

5. Power to relax : Where the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh is of the opinion that it is necessary or
expedient so to do, he may, by order for reasons to be recorded in writing and observing the procedures
as prescribed under OM No. AR-89/2012 dated 6th March, 2013 and in consultation with the Commission
relax any of the provisions of these Rules with respect to any class or category of persons.

6. Repeal and savings : All rules and procedure corresponding to these rules and procedures in force
immediately before the commencement of these rules are hereby repealed, provided that any order made
or action taken under the rules so repealed shall be deemed to have been validly made or taken under the
corresponding provisions of these rules.

 Nothing in these rules shall affect reservation/relaxation of age limit and other concessions required
to be provided for the Arunachal Pradesh Scheduled Tribes and other special categories of persons in
accordance with the orders issued by the Government of Arunachal Pradesh from time to time in this
regard.
